· PROPOSAL #1 (Melinda Schulz): Debate Tie Breaking Proposal: Change the tiebreaker order for debate.  The current order is: 1) Speaker rank; 2) Head to head; 3) Opponents win loss record; 4) Speaker points; 5) Drop high and low speaker points.  My proposal is to change the order to the following: 1) Speaker rank; 2) Head to head; 3) Speaker points; 4) Drop high and low speaker points; 5) Opponents win –loss record.
· Passes 1st Reading
· It was moved and seconded to place this proposal into effect this school year for the 2019 school year. Discussion on By Laws.
· Motions passes. If the proposal passes then it will go into effect this school year. 

· PROPOSAL #2 (Clif Davis): Parliamentarians for Congressional Debate [Biggest problem facing the adjudication of Congressional Debate—lack of trained Parliamentarians]: Any School Entering a Congressional Debate entry in the State Debate Tournament shall be required to also bring a certified judge AND a trained Parliamentarian. A trained Parliamentarian shall be defined as an appropriate (to judge) aged person whom the head coach personally verifies is conversant and familiar with Roberts Rules of Order as used by the National Speech and Debate Association at the National tournament of the NSDA. Such training and verification shall be the sole responsibility of the head coach of the entering school.
· Amendment: “Any School Entering a Congressional Debate entry in the State Debate Tournament shall be required to also bring a certified judge and  that is also a trained Parliamentarian. A trained Parliamentarian shall be defined as an appropriate (to judge) aged person whom the head coach personally verifies is conversant and familiar with Roberts Rules of Order as used by the National Speech and Debate Association at the National tournament of the NSDA. Such training and verification shall be the sole responsibility of the head coach of the entering school.”
· Passes 1st Reading with Amendment 

· PROPOSAL #3 (Clif Davis): Congressional Debate Semi Final and Final Round Presiding Officers: Believing that “Speaking” is the sole of Congressional Debate Competition and “Experience” showing that presiding in the final round of Congressional debate inherently conflicts a student between fairness and pressures of “regional allegiance.” The role of P.O.-“Presiding Officer” shall be assigned by the Tab room personnel, to (an otherwise unassigned) adult Judge/Parliamentarian. Further, The Presiding Officer and the Parliamentarian shall be assigned from different regions of the State.
· Tabled until May meeting

· PROPOSAL #4 (Clif Davis): Assignment of All adjudication personnel for “Break Rounds” at Idaho State Debate: Any RE-assignment of officials (at the ballot Table or elsewhere) for all “Break” rounds [any rounds beyond preliminary] of all forms of Debate MUST be VERIFIED by ballot table personnel to affirmatively maintain the same regional balance as determined IN the Tab-room prior to ballots being delivered to the ballot table for distribution.
· Amendment: “Assignment of All adjudication personnel for “Break Rounds” at Idaho State Debate: Any RE-assignment of officials (at the ballot Table or elsewhere) for all “Break” rounds [any rounds beyond preliminary] of all forms of Debate MUST be VERIFIED by ballot table reassignment personnel to affirmatively maintain the same regional balance as determined IN the Tab-room prior to ballots being delivered to the ballot table for distribution.”

· PROPOSAL #5 (Clif Davis): “Suspension of the Rules in Congress at State Congress: The Rules exist to provide fairness and “fair-play” among the competitors as well as uniformity, educational value, and stability in the competition. Therefore, the main motion to “Suspend the rules” in any regard shall no longer be considered nor allowed in the Congressional Debate portion of the Idaho State Debate Tournament.

A member from each District in Idaho shall be named to the Student Congress Subcommittee at the choosing of their members in their district and must be selected prior to the Workday. · It is recommended by the ISATA Executive Board that the following amendment to our constitution be made in Article IV Section 1 Officers 
· From "Every third year a Board of Directors member shall be elected to serve three years."
· To "Every third year, beginning in 2017, a Board of Directors member shall be elected to serve three years with their term starting the following August."

· A PROPOSAL TO ADMINISTER THE ISATA AWARDS (Jeff Stoppenhagen)
· At Least three weeks prior to the first day of the Annual Fall ISATA Conference, the districts will submit their slate of nominees for the ISATA awards. The nomination will be collected by the secretary and the nominees will be notified of their selection. Nominees will submit their bios to the ISATA secretary within one week of their notification. The biographies will be published on the ISATA website at least one week prior to the first day of the annual conference.

Fifteen dollars of the membership fee and associate member fee shall be placed into a scholarship fund to be distributed each year evenly to two recipients specifically designated to one Drama student and one Speech and Debate student. The president shall accept applications until April 30th each year after which the president shall compile and distribute to the committee comprised of the five district chairs. The district chairpersons shall convene once a year electronically or otherwise to determine the two recipients based upon applications received. Members shall be notified of the recipients in the annual newsletter and the information shall be posted on the ISATA website.”
